Thanksgiving

The November missions’ emphasis is Thanksgiving. What comes to my mind is
our traditional Thanksgiving Holiday dinner, with pumpkin pie, turkey, and all the
other fixings. This has remained one of my favorite holidays. From a mission’s
standpoint we are encouraged to give an additional Thanksgiving offering to
help support missions at this time of year . As we think about all the blessings
the Lord has bestowed on us, this would be a very logical thing to do.

Our revival speaker, Larry Leckrone, put all this in perspective when he shared
with us his visit to “Smoky Mountain”, which is located on the outskirts of Manila,
Philippines. Smoky Mountain is a large landfill that derives its name from the
smoke which comes from the fires of decomposing garbage. Larry described
seeing immense garbage trucks dumping refuse in this landfill, immediately
followed by large numbers of people, many of them children in bare feet, who
searched through the refuse to find items that could be sold to eke out a subsis-
tence living. In many instances food garbage was eaten, as the money from the
other scavenged items was often not enough to buy the food needed to survive.
Larry estimated there may have been around 20,000 people living on and around
the landfill at the time of his visit. Google “Smoky Mountain Manila” to read about
the conditions that are in stark contrast to what we have in the United States.

The Apostle Paul reminds us to “be joyful always; pray continually; give thanks in
all circumstances, for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus.” (1 Thessalonians
5:16-18

With Christmas quickly approaching, here are a few things to keep in mind...

o Be selective about the gift exchanges you participate in...it can be costly and time consuming! Instead
of having an exchange, would a potluck get together be just as nice?

o Seta strict dollar limit on what you will spend for each person...it will keep you focused.

o Buy one nice gift instead of multiple less-expensive gifts.

o Shop early and stagger gift purchases over the weeks so that you're not putting any items on
credit...this eliminates the huge credit card bills in December and January. Paying in cash helps keep
the spending down, too!

o Use newsprint for wrapping paper...it's basically free and a great way to recycle your papers. Or if
you must wrap, use gift bags from the dollar store, that can be saved and reused next year.
